In the concentration camps the Jews were dehumanized in three main ways. Those ways are spiritually, physically, and mentally.

They were spiritually dehumanized because they were taken away from all of their belongings including their Bible. A quote by Elie, the main character is, “...in spite of myself, a prayer rose in my heart, to that God whom I no longer believed.” This is an example of Elie’s spiritual loss.

The ways that the Jews were physically dehumanized was how many times they were beaten, the lack of if (if none), And the arduous workload they suffered everyday. They even fought and killed each other for small pieces of bread. This can also lead to mental dehumanization.
In the beginning of the book they beat a woman just to keep her quiet. “They struck her many times on the head-blows that might have killed her.” Which normally they wouldn’t do, but because they were taken away from society, family members, friends, belongings, they began to suffer from it.

Te Nazi’s referred to the Jews as, “things.” The Jews were beat, starved, burned, shot, raped, and died a lonely sad life. The Jews were dehumanized in every possible way, but they only needed one reason to survive and that was hope.
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
